Â Train visited Uttar Pradesh covering around 10 locations where large 

number of people visited.  

Â It was realized that train has its own limitations in terms of outreach, 

while there was an overwhelming response to the train in Uttar 

Pradesh. 

Â It was felt by RCE Lucknow partner to carry on a similar 

decentralized biodiversity awareness and conservation initiative in 

Lucknow and surrounding districts by running óMobile bus focussed 

on Biodiversity of Uttar Pradeshô.
